¢) making selections for buyers unable to attend Tattersalls, receiving suggestions and/or making
recommendations and then performing inspections followed by reports

* joining in the analysis as required and being in a position to provide or source any background
information that may be relevant.

* offering guidance with auction strategy in a competitive market as required.

After purchase at Auction:

* arranging for removal of the mare/filly from the sale ground within often rapid time constraints;
* arranging for confirmation of pregnancy where applicable;
* placing at a good boarding establishment, pending quarantine, at AB’s volume rates which are

passed on at cost;

* activation of Parkes International / BBR Bloodstock Shipping transportation system under which
optimum quarantine location is arranged at controlled costs

(Please note that AB do not earn from the transportation arrangements but have worked closely with
Parkes worldwide and with Brian Roux for South Africa thus achieving certain controls and
advantages)

The flight to South Africa is generally in mid January following 30 days quarantine in Newmarket,
subject to transport companies’ precise arrangements.

NB the earliest covering date for mares purchased in foal Northern Hemisphere time permitted to fly to
South Africa in January is announced shortly before the sale — usually a mid April date; earlier mares
can remain with us in UK/Ireland — see below for arrangements; irrelevant for barren mares/fillies

providing Sales Credit for up to maximum 30 days after purchase. SA buyers either arrange the
sterling remittances to AB’s account themselves or do so via BBR Bloodstock Shipping.

obtaining a contribution to buyers’ flight costs (currently £650, or less if flight cost is less) subject to a
purchase of at least 5,000 guineas being made and allocating purchases to optimize benefit.

AB will arrange accommaodation in/near Newmarket — examples of accommodation at realistic
budgets, subject to availability, are as follows:

However, the TBA and AB
will be able to advise regarding the recommended flight(s).

SA Buyers will be responsible for the arrangement of car hire and driving from the airport to
Newmarket, however, any route guidance will happily be supplied.

By special arrangement with the South African Thoroughbred Breeders Association, commission of 3.75%
